To Local Wi-Fi

"LOST iPad"

1) Set up "Find My iPad"

     > Settings

To Local Wi-Fi             - Location Services ON

            - Find My iPad ON

(At Bottom of Menu)

LapTop PC  (or MAC)

2) Go to a PC or MAC (or iPad)

    Example:  PC (Must have Vista OP SYS or newer)

     > Launch Explorer

            - Enter in URL Line:  www.icloud.com/find

            - Enter Apple Username and Password

                 (If this doesn't take you directly to "Find My iPad",

                  select the cloud symbol and pick: "Find My iPad")

            - Now, Select from the Following:

                 - SOUND (or Send Message, Too)

                 - LOCK

                 - CLEAN

2. Download Companion Software for PC 

        www.photosync-app.com

> To transfer photos from your iPad to your PC:

   a) On your iPad, Click on your photosync APP

   b) Click on the "Photos" icon

   c) Next, Click on the red "recycle" type symbol

       on your iPad screen and follow directions

> To transfer photos from your PC to your iPad

    a) Using Windows Explorer, go to "My Pictures"

    b) Select and drag selected photos and drop them into the

        Photosync box on your PC monitor; then follow directions.
